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Application of BioVam to a Quaking Aspen Tre




Treating your lawn will vector BioVam's Mycorrhiza into those feeder roots. This will not only help maintain the trees vigor and vitality, but that of your turf grass as well.

Appropriate Fertilizers: 
Use of BioVam Mycorrhiza requires that plant fertilizers NOT HAVE a phosphorus percentage higher than 2% by weight.  Higher levels of phosphorus are detrimental to the Mycorrhiza fungi.  
Examples of appropriate fertilizers: *Biosol Forte 7-2-1, *Ringers All Natural 10-2-6, *Milorganite 6-2-0, *Cottonseed Meal 6-2-1.

Treating Quaking Aspen Trees for BLACK LEAF FUNGUS.

_____________________________

This process of applying BioVam to quaking aspen trees will raise and enhance the internal and external vigor and vitality of Quaking aspen trees such that they are able to resist the black leaf fungus.

Items you will need:
BioVam Mycorrhiza.
*An appropriate Fertilizer.
Probe to poke holes in ground.

Application rates specifically for Quaking Aspen Trees:

ONE QUART of BioVam contains 192 teaspoons of product. Enough to treat 6.8 trees, of the diameter shown inside brochure using one teaspoon per hole.
Protocol for applying BioVam to Quaking Aspen Trees. 

This same protocol can be used to apply BioVam to all trees that are benefited by it.

When BioVam Mycorrhiza is applied to a Quaking Aspen tree, the vigor and vitality of the tree is increased. This is reflected in healthier leaf surface tissues, which can resist the intrusion of Black Leaf fungi, which often infect Aspen trees.

Existing Tree Procedure:
Measure the diameter of the drip line in inches, multiply by 3.1416 and divide by 8 inches. 

The result is the number of holes 8 inches apart that must be made in the drip line.

Use a probe to make each hole about 6 inches deep into the soil around the drip line. 

Put 1 teaspoon of BioVam into each hole and cover with soil.   Each year, apply three cups of Biosol Forte 7-2-1 Organic fertilizer (or other *appropriate organic fertilizer) around the drip line of the tree. If the soil is bare, mix into surface of soil.

New Plantings:
Put one tablespoon of BioVam on the roots of the Aspen tree when planting new trees. Mix one cup of Biosol Forte 7-2-1 Organic fertilizer in ground around the plant. 

Or, Mix up the following:
4 cups black gold organic potting soil, 2 cups gypsum, 1 cup Biosol Forte 7-2-1 Organic fertilizer (or cotton seed meal), 1/4 cup Rock Phosphate, 1/4 cup of Planters II. This mix goes into the soil for each new tree planted around the root ball. Mix well into the soil you use to fill in around the root ball.

Caution:

Avoid the use of phosphate fertilizers that have a phosphorus rating above 2% over the drip line of the Aspen trees treated with BioVam. 

Avoid use of fungicides on trees treated with BioVam.

Coverage of product:

One quart of BioVam contains 192 teaspoons of product.

There is enough in a quart to do 6.8 trees of the size shown in the illustration, applying one teaspoon to each hole around the trees drip line.

Yearly Maintenance:
Yearly re-application is recommended as per above, to increase colonization and maintain the higher level of health of your trees.

If your trees are surrounded by turf grass, we recommend you additionally treat your turf. The majority of the feeder roots of trees are often near the surface within the lawns root biomass, treating the turf will also benefit the tree.  This is not a substitute for probe holes.
